Preliminary
1. This Act may be cited as the Anti-Terrorism Act. Shorttitle.
2. Inthis Act, Definitions.

"Convention" means the International Convention for the
Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism adopted by the
Generd Assembly of the United Nations on 9th December, 1999
St out in the First Schedule; First

Schedule.
"Commissioner" means the Commissioner of Police;
"Court" means the High Court;
"entity” means an incorporated or unincorporated body;
"freeze’ means to restrain any funds or dedling in funds;
"funds’ means

(a) assts of every kind, whether tangible or intangible, movable
or immovable, however acquired; and
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(b) legal documents or instruments in any form, including
electronic or digital, evidencing title to or interest in such
assets as bank credits, travellers cheques, bank cheques,
money orders, shares, securities, bonds, drafts, letters of
credit;

"proceeds’ means any funds derived from or obtained, directly or
indirectly, through the commission of an offence set out in
section 3 or 4;

"State or government facility” means any permanent or temporary
facility or conveyance that is used or occupied by representatives
of a State, members of Government, the legislature or the
judiciary or by officials or employees of a State or any other
public authority or entity or by employees or officids of an inter-
governmental organisation in connection with their official
duties.

under subsection (1), is liable on conviction on indictment to be
punished as a principa offender under that subsection.

5. Where an offence referred to under section 3 or 4 is committed
by a person responsible for the management or control of an entity
located or registered in Barbados or in any other way organised under
the laws of Barbados, that entity, in circumstances where the person
committed the offence while acting in that capacity, is guilty of an
offence and is liable on conviction on indictment to a fine of
$2 000 000 notwithstanding

(&8 any criminal liability that may have been incurred by an
individud that was directly involved in the commisson of the
offence; or

(b) any civil or administrative sanction that may have been

imposed by law.

Investigatory Provisions

6. (1) Where any person has reasonable grounds to suspect that
funds or financid services are related to or are to be used to facilitate
an offence under this Act, it shdl be the duty of that person to report
the matter to the Commissioner.

(2) Where information is received from any source in or outside
Barbados that a person who has committed or who is dleged to have
committed an offence under this Act may be present in Barbados, the
Commissioner shall take such measures as may be necessary to
investigate the facts contained in the information.
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(3) Where on invedtigation it is found that the person referred to
in subsection (2) is in Barbados, the Commissioner shall make a
report to the Director of Public Prosecutions, who shall take such
measures as are necessary to prosecute the offender as the
circumstances warrant.

(4) Where any person referred to in subsection (1) fails to report
as required under that subsection, that person is guilty of an offence
and is liable on conviction on indictment to a fine of $250 000 or to
imprisonment for a term of 5 years.

Freezing or Forfeiture of Funds

Freezing of 8. (1) Subject to subsection (4), the Court may, where it is
funds satisfied on the application by the Director of Public Prosecutions that

a request has been made by the appropriate authority of
another State, in accordance with section 16, in respect of a

where the person referred to in subsection (1) has been charged,
the offence for which he is charged;

where the person has not been charged, the grounds for
(i) believing that the person committed the offence; or

(i) bhaving a reasonable suspicion that the person committed
the offence;

a description of the funds in respect of which the freezing
order is sought;

the name and address of the person who is believed to be in
possession of the funds;, and

the grounds for believing that the funds are related to or are
used to facilitate an offence referred to in subsection (1) and
that the funds are subject to the effective control of the person.

(3) Where the Court makes an order under subsection (1), the Court
shdl require that
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(@) the order be published within such time and manner as the

Court directs;

(b) the gpplicant, within 21 days of the making of the order, serve

(©

notice of the order together with a copy of the order on any
person who, in the opinion of the Court, appears to have an
interest in the funds referred to in subsection (2); and

the person referred to in paragraph (b) or any other person that
appears to have an interest in the funds be afforded an
opportunity to be heard by the Court within such time as the
Court determines,

unless in respect of paragraph (b) the Court is of the opinion that
giving such notice would result in the disappearance, dissipation or
reduction in the value of the funds.

(4) Where an application for a freezing order made under
subsection (1) is made as a result of a request from another State, the
Court shall not make the order unless it is satisfied that reciprocal
arrangements exist between Barbados and that other State whereby
that other State is empowered to make a smilar order in respect of a
request for a freezing order from Barbados.

(5) The Court may, in making an order under subsection (1), give
directions with regard to

(a) the duration of the freezing order; or
(b) the disposd of the funds for the purpose of

(i) determining any dispute relating to the ownership of or
other interest in the funds or any part thereof;

(i) its proper adminigtration during the period of the freezing
order;

(iii) the payment of debts incurred in good faith prior to the
making of the order;
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(iv) the payment of moneys to the person referred to in
subsection (1) for the reasonable subsistence of that
person and his family; or

(v) the payment of the codts of the person referred to in sub-
paragraph (iv) to defend crimina proceedings againg him.

(6) Notwithstanding subsection (5), a freezing order made under
this section shall cease to have effect at the end of the period of
6 months after the order was made where the person againsg whom the
order was made has not been charged with an offence under this Act
within that period.

(7) An order made under subsection (1) may be renewed for a
period not exceeding 6 months in each particular case but in no case
shdl the entire period of the order exceed 18 months.

(8) A freezing order granted by the Court under this section shall
not prejudice the rights of any third party acting in good faith.

(9) Where the Court makes an order for the administration of
frozen funds the person charged with the adminigtration of the funds
is not liable for any loss or damage to the funds or for the costs of
proceedings taken to establish a clam to the funds or to an interest in
the funds unless the court in which the clam is made is of the opinion
that the person has been guilty of negligence in respect of the taking of
custody and control of the funds.

9. (1) Where a person is convicted of an offence under section 3 Forfeiture

or 4, the Director of Public Prosecutions may apply to the Court for a %"

forfeiture order against the funds that are the subject of the offence.

(2) The Court may upon application by the Director of Public
Prosecutions forfeit any funds of or in the possession or under the
control of any person who is convicted of an offence of terrorism or
any funds of that person that are the subject of a freezing order, unless
it is proved that the funds did not derive from the commission by that
person of an offence under section 3 or 4.
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Sharing of
forfeited
funds.

Extradition.

(3) For the purposes of subsection (2), the burden of proof lies on
the person who owns, or is in possession or control of, the funds.

(4) In determining whether or not any funds are derived from an
offence under section 3 or 4, the standard of proof required for the
purposes of subsection (2) is the same as in crimina proceedings, and
for the purposes of subsection (3) is the same as in civil proceedings.

(5) In making a forfeiture order the Court may give directions

(@) for the purpose of determining any dispute as to the ownership
of or other intere in the funds or any part thereof; and

(b) asto the digposa of the funds.

(6) Upon application to the Court by a person against whom a
forfeiture order has been made under this section, the Court may order
that an amount deemed by the Court to be the value of the funds so
ordered to be forfeited be paid by that person to the Court and upon
satisfactory payment of that sum by that person, the funds ordered to
be forfeited shdl be returned to him.

10. (1) The Government of Barbados may, pursuant to an agree-
ment with any other State, share with that State on a reciproca basis
the funds derived from forfeiture pursuant to this Act.

(2) Funds referred to under subsection (1) may be utilised by the
Government of Barbados to compensate victims of the offences
referred to under this Act.

Part V
Extradition

11. (1) Where a person who has committed or is dleged to have
committed an offence under this Act is present in Barbados and it is
not intended to extradite that person, the Director of Public
Prosecutions shall prosecute the offender for the offence on the
direction of the Attorney-General given under paragraph (b) of
section 79A(2) of the Constitution.
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(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of this Act, no person shall be
extradited pursuant to this Act where the Government of Barbados
has substantia grounds for believing that a request for extradition for
an offence under this Act has been made for the purpose of prosecuting
or punishing a person on account of that person's race, religion,
nationality, ethnic origin or political opinion or that compliance with
the request would be prgjudicid to that person's rank or status for any
of these reasons.

12. Where a person is dleged to have committed an offence under
this Act, proceedings in respect of that offence may be commenced in
Barbados where the alleged offence

(a) is committed by a nationd of Barbados;

(b) was directed towards or resulted in the carrying out of an
offence under this Act in Barbados or against a national of
Barbados,

(o) was directed towards or resulted in the carrying out of an
offence under this Act againgt a State or government facility of
Barbados outside Barbados;

(d) was directed towards or resulted in the carrying out of an
offence under this Act committed in an attempt to compel
Barbados to do or refrain from doing any act;

() was committed by a dtateless person who is ordinarily resident
in Barbados,

(f) was committed on board an aircraft that

(i) is operated by the Government of Barbados or a nationa
of Barbados; or
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(i) is registered in Barbados,

() was committed on board a vessel that is flying the flag of
Barbados or is registered in Barbados; or

(h) threatens the nationa security of Barbados.

transferred in respect of any acts done or convictions received prior to
his departure from the State from which that person was transferred.
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(3) Where a person is transferred under subsection (1) from
Barbados, the person transferred shal receive credit for service of the
sentence being served in Barbados for the time spent in the custody of
the State to which that person was transferred.

(4) Unless the Attorney-General otherwise directs, all expenses
incurred in respect of any requests made under this section, must be
paid by the State making the request.

16. Section 27 of the Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters Act Application
applies to the procedure to be adopted in respect of a request made gzoiap
from another State for mutual assistance in obtaining a freezing or '
forfeiture order under this Act with such modifications as are
necessary to give effect to such requests.

17. (1) The Attorney-General may, subject to affirmative Regulations,

International Convention for the Suppression of the
Financing of Terrorism

Preamble
The States Partiesto this Convention,

Bearing in mind the purposes and principles of the Charter of the United
Nations concerning the maintenance of international peace and security and the
promotion of good-neighbourliness and friendly relations and cooperation among
States,

Deeply concer ned about the worldwide escal ation of acts of terrorismin all
its forms and manifestations,

Recalling the Declaration on the Occasion of the Fiftieth Anniversary of the
United Nations, contained in General Assembly resolution 50/6 of 24 October 1995,

Recalling also al the relevant General Assembly resolutions on the matter,
including resolution 49/60 of 9 December 1994 and its annex on the Declaration on
Measures to Eliminate International Terrorism, in which the States Members of the
United Nations solemnly reaffirmed their unegquivocal condemnation of al acts,
methods and practices of terrorism as criminal and unjustifiable, wherever and by
whomever committed, including those which jeopardize thefriendly relationsamong
States and peoples and threaten the territorial integrity and security of States,

Noting that the Declaration on Measures to Eliminate International
Terrorism also encouraged States to review urgently the scope of the existing
international legal provisions on the prevention, repression and elimination of
terrorismin all its forms and manifestations, with the aim of ensuring that thereisa
comprehensive legal framework covering al aspects of the matter,

Recalling General Assembly resolution 51/210 of 17 December 1996, paragraph
3, sub-paragraph (f), in which the Assembly called upon all States to take steps to
prevent and counteract, through appropriate domestic measures, the financing of
terrorists and terrorist organisations, whether such financing is direct or indirect
through organisations which also have or claim to have charitable, social or cultural
goalsor which are also engaged in unlawful activities such asillicit armstrafficking,
drug dealing and racketeering, including the expl oitation of personsfor purposes of
funding terrorist activities, and in particular to consider, where appropriate,
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adopting regulatory measures to prevent and counteract movements of funds
suspected to be intended for terrorist purposes without impeding in any way the
freedom of legitimate capital movements and to intensify the exchange of
information concerning international movements of such funds,

Recalling also General Assembly resolution 52/165 of 15 December 1997,
in which the Assembly called upon States to consider, in particular, the
implementation of the measures set out in paragraphs 3(a) to (f) of its resolution
51/210 of 17 December 1996,

Recalling further General Assembly resolution 53/108 of 8 December 1998,
in which the Assembly decided that the Ad Hoc Committee established by General
Assembly resolution 51/210 of 17 December 1996 should elaborate a draft
international convention for the suppression of terrorist financing to supplement
related existing international instruments,

Considering that the financing of terrorism is a matter of grave concern to
the international community as awhole,

Noting that the number and seriousness of acts of international terrorism
depend on the financing that terrorists may obtain,

Noting also that existing multilateral legal instruments do not expressly
address such financing,

Being convinced of the urgent need to enhance international co-operation
among Statesin devising and adopting effective measures for the prevention of the
financing of terrorism, as well as for its suppression through the prosecution and
punishment of itsperpetrators,

Have agreed asfollows:
Articlel
For the purposes of this Convention:

1. "Funds' meansassetsof every kind, whether tangible or intangible, movable
or immovable, however acquired, and legal documents or instruments in any form,
including electronic or digital, evidencing title to, or interest in, such assets,
including, but not limited to, bank credits, travellers cheques, bank cheques, money
orders, shares, securities, bonds, drafts, letters of credit.
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2. "State or governmental facility" means any permanent or temporary facility
or conveyance that is used or occupied by representatives of a State, members of
Government, thelegislature or thejudiciary or by officials or employees of a State or
any other public authority or entity or by employees or officials of an inter-
governmental organisation in connection with their official duties.

3. "Proceeds' meansany funds derived from or obtained, directly or indirectly,
through the commission of an offence set forth in Article 2.

Article2

1. Any person commits an offence within the meaning of this Convention if
that person by any means, directly or indirectly, unlawfully and wilfully, providesor
collects funds with the intention that they should be used or in the knowledge that
they areto be used, in full or in part, in order to carry out:

(@ an act which constitutes an offence within the scope of and as defined in
one of thetreatieslisted in the annex; or

(b) any other act intended to cause death or serious bodily injury to acivilian,
or to any other person not taking an active part in the hostilities in a
situation of armed conflict, when the purpose of such act, by its nature or
context, is to intimidate a population, or to compel a government or an
international organisation to do or to abstain from doing any act.

2. (@ ondepositing itsinstrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or
accession, a State Party which is not a party to atreaty listed in the
annex may declare that, in the application of this Convention to the
State Party, thetreaty shall be deemed not to beincluded in the annex
referred to in paragraph 1, sub-paragraph (a). The declaration shall
cease to have effect as soon as the treaty enters into force for the
State Party, which shall notify the depositary of thisfact;

(b) when aState Party ceasesto beaparty to atreaty listed inthe annex,
it may make adeclaration as provided for in this Article, with respect
tothat treaty.

3. For an act to constitute an offence set forth in paragraph 1, it shall not be
necessary that the funds were actually used to carry out an offence referred to in
paragraph 1, sub-paragraph (a) or (b).

4. Any person also commits an offence if that person attempts to commit an
offence as set forth in paragraph 1 of this Article.

5. Any person also commits an offenceif that person:

(@ participates as an accomplice in an offence as set forth in paragraph 1 or 4
of thisArticle;

(b) organisesor directsothersto commit an offence as set forth in paragraph 1
or 4 of this Article;

(c) contributes to the commission of one or more offences as set forth in
paragraph 1 or 4 of this Article by a group of persons acting with a
common purpose. Such contribution shall be intentional and shall either:

(i)  be made with the aim of furthering the criminal activity or criminal
purpose of the group, where such activity or purpose involves the
commission of an offence as set forth in paragraph 1 of this Article;
or

(ii) bemadeintheknowledge of theintention of the group to commit an
offence as set forth in paragraph 1 of this Article.

Article3

This Convention shall not apply where the offence is committed within a
single State, the alleged offender is a national of that State and is present in the
territory of that State and no other State has a basis under Article 7, paragraph 1, or
Article 7, paragraph 2, to exercise jurisdiction, except that the provisions of Articles
12 to 18 shall, as appropriate, apply in those cases.

Article4
Each State Party shall adopt such measures as may be necessary:

(@ to establish as criminal offences under its domestic law the offences set
forth in Article 2;

(b) tomakethoseoffences punishable by appropriate penaltieswhich takeinto
account the grave nature of the offences.

Article5

1. Each State Party, in accordance with its domestic legal principles, shall take
the necessary measures to enable alegal entity located inits territory or organised
under its laws to be held liable when a person responsible for the management or
control of that legal entity has, in that capacity, committed an offence set forth in
Article 2. Such liability may be criminal, civil or administrative.
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2. Such liability is incurred without prejudice to the criminal liability of
individuals having committed the offences.

3. Each State Party shall ensure, in particular, that legal entities liable in
accordance with paragraph 1 above are subject to effective, proportionate and
dissuasive criminal, civil or administrative sanctions. Such sanctions may include
monetary sanctions.

Article6

Each State Party shall adopt such measures as may be necessary, including,
where appropriate, domestic legislation, to ensurethat criminal actswithin the scope
of this Convention are under no circumstances justifiable by considerations of a
political, philosophical, ideological, racial, ethnic, religious or other similar nature.

Article7

1. Each State Party shall take such measures as may be necessary to establish
itsjurisdiction over the offences set forth in Article 2 when:

(@ theoffenceiscommitted in theterritory of that State;

(b) theoffenceiscommitted on board avessel flyingtheflag of that Stateor an
aircraft registered under the laws of that State at the time the offence is
committed;

(c) theoffenceiscommitted by anational of that State.
2. A StateParty may also establish itsjurisdiction over any such offence when;

(@ the offence was directed towards or resulted in the carrying out of an
offence referred to in Article 2, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph (a) or (b), in
theterritory of or against a national of that State;

(b) the offence was directed towards or resulted in the carrying out of an
offencereferredtoin Article 2, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph(a) or (b), agai nst
a State or government facility of that State abroad, including diplomatic or
consular premises of that State;

(c) the offence was directed towards or resulted in an offence referred to in
Article 2, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph (a) or (b), committed in an attempt to
compel that State to do or abstain from doing any act;
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(d) theoffenceiscommitted by a stateless person who has his or her habitual
residencein theterritory of that State;

(e) the offence is committed on board an aircraft which is operated by the
Government of that State.

3. Upon ratifying, accepting, approving or acceding to this Convention, each
State Party shall notify the Secretary-General of the United Nations of the
jurisdiction it has established in accordance with paragraph 2. Should any change
take place, the State Party concerned shall immediately notify the Secretary-
General.

4. Each State Party shall likewise take such measures as may be necessary to
establish its jurisdiction over the offences set forth in Article 2 in cases where the
alleged offender ispresent initsterritory and it does not extradite that person to any
of the States Parties that have established their jurisdiction in accordance with
paragraph 1 or 2.

5. When more than one State Party claims jurisdiction over the offences set
forth in Article 2, the relevant States Parties shall strive to coordinate their actions
appropriately, in particular concerning the conditions for prosecution and the
modalities for mutual legal assistance.

6. Without prejudiceto the normsof general international law, this Convention
does not exclude the exercise of any criminal jurisdiction established by a State
Party in accordance with its domestic law.

Article8

1. Each State Party shall take appropriate measures, in accordance with its
domestic legal principles, for the identification, detection and freezing or seizure of
any funds used or allocated for the purpose of committing the offences set forthin
Article 2 as well as the proceeds derived from such offences, for purposes of
possible forfeiture.

2. Each State Party shall take appropriate measures, in accordance with its
domestic legal principles, for the forfeiture of funds used or allocated for the
purpose of committing the offences set forth in Article 2 and the proceeds derived
from such offences.

3. Each StateParty concerned may giveconsideration to concluding agreements
on the sharing with other States Parties, on aregular or case-by-case basis, of the
funds derived from the forfeitures referred to in this Article.
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4. Each State Party shall consider establishing mechanismswhereby the funds
derived from the forfeituresreferred to in this Article are utilised to compensate the
victims of offencesreferred to in Article 2, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph(a) or (b), or
their families.

5. Theprovisions of this Article shall be implemented without prejudice to the
rights of third parties acting in good faith.

Article9

1. Upon receiving information that a person who has committed or who is
aleged to have committed an offence set forth in Article 2 may be present in its
territory, the State Party concerned shall take such measures as may be necessary
under its domestic law to investigate the facts contained in the information.

2. Upon being satisfied that the circumstances so warrant, the State Party in
whoseterritory the offender or alleged offender is present shall take the appropriate
measures under its domestic law so as to ensure that person's presence for the
purpose of prosecution or extradition.

3. Any person regarding whom the measures referred to in paragraph 2 are
being taken shall be entitled to:

(@ communicate without delay with the nearest appropriate representative of
the State of which that personisanational or which isotherwise entitled to
protect that person'srightsor, if that person isastatel ess person, the State
in theterritory of which that person habitually resides;

(b) bevisited by arepresentative of that State;
(c) beinformed of that person'srights under sub-paragraphs(a) and(b).

4. Therights referred to in paragraph 3 shall be exercised in conformity with
the laws and regulations of the Statein the territory of which the offender or alleged
offender is present, subject to the provision that the said laws and regulations must
enable full effect to be given to the purposes for which the rights accorded under
paragraph 3 are intended.

5. Theprovisions of paragraphs 3 and 4 shall be without prejudice to the right
of any State Party having a claim to jurisdiction in accordance with Article 7,
paragraph 1, sub-paragraph (b), or paragraph 2, sub-paragraph (b), to invite the
International Committee of the Red Cross to communicate with and visit the alleged
offender.
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6. When a State Party, pursuant to the present Article, hastaken a personinto
custody, it shall immediately notify, directly or through the Secretary-General of the
United Nations, the States Partieswhich have established jurisdictionin accordance
with Article 7, paragraph 1 or 2, and, if it considersit advisable, any other interested
States Parties, of the fact that such person isin custody and of the circumstances
which warrant that person's detention. The State which makes the investigation
contemplated in paragraph 1 shall promptly inform the said States Parties of its
findings and shall indicate whether it intends to exercise jurisdiction.

Article 10

1. The StateParty intheterritory of whichthe alleged offender is present shall,
in cases to which Article 7 applies, if it does not extradite that person, be obliged,
without exception whatsoever and whether or not the offence was committed in its
territory, to submit the case without undue delay to its competent authoritiesfor the
purpose of prosecution, through proceedings in accordance with the laws of that
State. Those authorities shall taketheir decision in the same manner asin the case of
any other offence of agrave nature under the law of that State.

2. Whenever a State Party is permitted under its domestic law to extradite or
otherwise surrender one of its nationals only upon the condition that the person will
be returned to that State to serve the sentence imposed as a result of the trial or
proceeding for which the extradition or surrender of the person was sought, and this
State and the State seeking the extradition of the person agree with this option and
other terms they may deem appropriate, such a conditional extradition or surrender
shall be sufficient to discharge the obligation set forth in paragraph 1.

Article11

1. The offences set forth in Article 2 shall be deemed to be included as extra-
ditable offencesin any extradition treaty existing between any of the States Parties
before the entry into force of this Convention. States Parties undertake to include
such offences asextraditable offencesin every extraditiontreaty to be subsequently
concluded between them.

2. When a State Party which makes extradition conditional on the existence of
atreaty receives arequest for extradition from another State Party with which it has
no extradition treaty, the requested State Party may, at its option, consider this
Convention as a legal basis for extradition in respect of the offences set forth in
Article 2. Extradition shall be subject to the other conditions provided by the law of
therequested State.
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3. States Parties which do not make extradition conditional on the existence of
atreaty shall recognize the offences set forth in Article 2 as extraditable offences
between themsel ves, subject to the conditions provided by the law of the requested
State.

4. If necessary, the offences set forth in Article 2 shall be treated, for the
purposes of extradition between States Parties, as if they had been committed not
only in the place in which they occurred but also in the territory of the States that
have established jurisdiction in accordance with Article 7, paragraphs land 2.

5. The provisions of all extradition treaties and arrangements between States
Parties with regard to offences set forth in Article 2 shall be deemed to be modified
as between States Parties to the extent that they are incompatible with this
Convention.

Article 12

1. StatesPartiesshall afford one another the greatest measure of assistancein
connection with criminal investigations or criminal or extradition proceedings in
respect of the offences set forth in Article 2, including assistance in obtaining
evidenceintheir possession necessary for the proceedings.

2. States Parties may not refuse a request for mutual legal assistance on the
ground of bank secrecy.

3. The requesting Party shall not transmit nor use information or evidence
furnished by the requested Party for investigations, prosecutions or proceedings other
than those stated in the request without the prior consent of the requested Party.

4. Each State Party may give consideration to establishing mechanismsto share
with other States Parties information or evidence needed to establish criminal, civil
or administrative liability pursuant to Article 5.

5. States Parties shall carry out their obligations under paragraphs 1 and 2 in
conformity with any treaties or other arrangements on mutual legal assistance or
informati on exchangethat may exist between them. In the absence of suchtreatiesor
arrangements, States Parties shall afford one another assistance in accordance with
their domestic law.

Article 13

None of the offences set forthin Article 2 shall beregarded, for the purposes
of extradition or mutual legal assistance, as a fiscal offence. Accordingly, States
Parties may not refuse arequest for extradition or for mutual legal assistance on the
sole ground that it concerns afiscal offence.
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Article 14

None of the offences set forthin Article 2 shall be regarded for the purposes
of extradition or mutual legal assistance as a political offence or as an offence
connected with a political offence or as an offence inspired by political motives.
Accordingly, arequest for extradition or for mutual legal assistance based on such
an offence may not be refused on the sole ground that it concernsapolitical offence
or an offence connected with a political offence or an offence inspired by political
motives.

Article 15

Nothinginthis Convention shall beinterpreted asimposing an obligationto
extradite or to afford mutual legal assistance, if the requested State Party has
substantial grounds for believing that the request for extradition for offences set
forth in Article 2 or for mutual legal assistance with respect to such offences has
been made for the purpose of prosecuting or punishing a person on account of that
person's race, religion, nationality, ethnic origin or political opinion or that
compliance with the request would cause prejudice to that person's position for any
of thesereasons.

Article 16

1. A personwhoisbeingdetained or isserving asentenceintheterritory of one
State Party whose presence in another State Party is requested for purposes of
identification, testimony or otherwise providing assistancein obtaining evidencefor
theinvestigation or prosecution of offencesset forthin Article 2 may betransferred
if the following conditions are met:

(@ thepersonfreely giveshisor her informed consent;

(b) thecompetent authorities of both States agree, subject to such conditions
asthose States may deem appropriate.

2. For the purposes of the present Article:

(@ the State to which the person is transferred shall have the authority and
obligation to keep the person transferred in custody, unless otherwise
requested or authorised by the State from which the person wastransferred;

(b) the Stateto which the person istransferred shall without delay implement
itsobligationtoreturnthe personto the custody of the State from whichthe
person was transferred as agreed beforehand, or as otherwise agreed, by
the competent authorities of both States;
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(c) the Stateto which the person istransferred shall not require the State from
which the person was transferred to initiate extradition proceedings for the
return of the person;

(d) thepersontransferredshall receive credit for serviceof the sentencebeing
served in the State from which he or she was transferred for time spent in
the custody of the State to which he or she wastransferred.

3. Unlessthe State Party from which apersonisto betransferred in accordance
with the present Article so agrees, that person, whatever hisor her nationality, shall
not be prosecuted or detained or subjected to any other restriction of his or her
personal liberty in the territory of the State to which that person is transferred in
respect of actsor convictionsanterior to hisor her departure from theterritory of the
State from which such person was transferred.

Article17

Any personwho istakeninto custody or regarding whom any other measures
are taken or proceedings are carried out pursuant to this Convention shall be
guaranteed fair treatment, including enjoyment of all rights and guarantees in
conformity with the law of the State in the territory of which that person is present
and applicable provisions of international law, including international human rights
law.

Article 18

1. StatesParties shall co-operate in the prevention of the offences set forth in
Article 2 by taking all practicable measures, inter alia, by adapting their domestic
legislation, if necessary, to prevent and counter preparations in their respective
territories for the commission of those offences within or outside their territories,
including:

(8 measures to prohibit in their territories illegal activities of persons and
organisations that knowingly encourage, instigate, organise or engage in
the commission of offences set forth in Article 2;

(b) measuresrequiring financial institutionsand other professions involvedin
financial transactionsto utilise the most efficient measuresavailablefor the
identification of their usual or occasional customers, as well as customers
in whose interest accounts are opened, and to pay special attention to
unusual or suspicious transactions and report transactions suspected of
stemming from a criminal activity. For this purpose, States Parties shall
consider:
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(i) adopting regulations prohibiting the opening of accountsthe holders
or beneficiaries of which are unidentified or unidentifiable, and
measuresto ensurethat such institutionsverify theidentity of thereal
ownersof suchtransactions;

(i)  with respect to the identification of legal entities, requiring financial
institutions, when necessary, to take measures to verify the legal
existence and the structure of the customer by obtaining, either from
a public register or from the customer or both, proof of incor-
poration, including information concerning the customer's name,
legal form, address, directors and provisions regulating the power to
bind the entity;

(iii) adopting regulationsimposing on financial institutionsthe obligation
to report promptly to the competent authorities all complex, unusual
large transactions and unusual patterns of transactions, which have
no apparent economic or obviously lawful purpose, without fear of
assuming criminal or civil liability for breach of any restriction on
disclosureof informationif they report their suspicionsin good faith;

(iv) requiring financial institutions to maintain, for at least five years, al
necessary records on transactions, both domestic or international.

2. StatesPartiesshall further co-operate in the prevention of offences set forth
in Article 2 by considering:

(@ measures for the supervision, including, for example, the licensing, of al
money-transmission agencies;

(b) feasible measures to detect or monitor the physical cross-border
transportation of cash and bearer negotiable instruments, subject to strict
safeguards to ensure proper use of information and without impeding in
any way the freedom of capital movements.

3. States Parties shall further co-operate in the prevention of the offences set
forth in Article 2 by exchanging accurate and verified information in accordance
with their domestic law and coordinating administrative and other measures taken,
as appropriate, to prevent the commission of offences set forth in Article 2, in
particular by:

(@ establishing and maintaining channels of communication between their
competent agenciesand servicesto facilitate the secure and rapid exchange
of information concerning all aspects of offences set forth in Article 2;
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(b) co-operating with one another in conducting inquiries, with respect to the
offences set forth in Article 2, concerning:

(i) theidentity, whereaboutsand activitiesof personsinrespect of whom
reasonabl e suspicion exists that they areinvolved in such offences;

(i) the movement of fundsrelating to the commission of such offences.

4, States Parties may exchange information through the International Criminal
Police Organisation (Interpal).

Article 19

The State Party wherethe alleged offender is prosecuted shall, in accordance
with its domestic law or applicable procedures, communicate the final outcome of
the proceedings to the Secretary-General of the United Nations, who shall transmit
the information to the other States Parties.

Article 20

The States Parties shall carry out their obligations under this Conventionin
amanner consistent with the principles of sovereign equality and territorial integrity
of Statesand that of hon-intervention in the domestic affairs of other States.

Article21

Nothing in this Convention shall affect other rights, obligations and
responsibilities of States and individuals under international law, in particular the
purposes of the Charter of the United Nations, international humanitarian law and
other relevant conventions.

Article 22
Nothing inthis Convention entitles a State Party to undertakein theterritory
of another State Party the exercise of jurisdiction or performance of functionswhich
are exclusively reserved for the authorities of that other State Party by its domestic
law.
Article23
1. Theannex may be amended by the addition of relevant treaties that:

(@ areopento the participation of all States;

States Partiesto the present Convention.

2. After the entry into force of this Convention, any State Party may propose
such an amendment. Any proposal for an amendment shall be communicated to the
depositary in written form. The depositary shall notify proposals that meet the
requirements of paragraph 1to all States Parties and seek their views on whether the
proposed amendment should be adopted.

3. The proposed amendment shall be deemed adopted unless one third of the
States Parties object to it by a written notification not later than 180 days after its
circulation.

4. The adopted amendment to the annex shall enter into force 30 days after the
deposit of the twenty-second instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval of
such amendment for all those States Parties having deposited such an instrument.
For each State Party ratifying, accepting or approving the amendment after the
deposit of thetwenty-second instrument, the amendment shall enter into forceonthe
thirtieth day after deposit by such State Party of its instrument of ratification,
acceptance or approval .

Article24

1. Any dispute between two or more States Parties concerning the interpre-
tation or application of this Convention which cannot be settled through negotiation
within a reasonable time shall, at the request of one of them, be submitted to
arbitration. If, within six months from the date of the request for arbitration, the
parties are unable to agree on the organisation of the arbitration, any one of those
parties may refer the dispute to the International Court of Justice, by application, in
conformity with the Statute of the Court.

2. Each State may at the time of signature, ratification, acceptance or approval
of thisConvention or accession thereto declarethat it doesnot consider itself bound
by paragraph 1. The other States Parties shall not be bound by paragraph 1 with
respect to any State Party which has made such areservation.

3. Any Statewhich hasmadeareservationinaccordancewith paragraph 2 may
at any time withdraw that reservation by notification to the Secretary-General of the
United Nations.
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Article 25

1. This Convention shall be open for signature by all States from 10 January
2000 to 31 December 2001 at United Nations Headquarters in New Y ork.

2. This Convention is subject to ratification, acceptance or approval. The
instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval shall be deposited with the
Secretary-General of the United Nations.

3. ThisConvention shall be opento accession by any State. The instruments of
accession shall be deposited with the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

Article 26

1. ThisConventionshall enter intoforceonthethirtiethday followingthedate
of the deposit of the twenty-second instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval
or accession with the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

2. For each Stateratifying, accepting, approving or acceding to the Convention
after the deposit of the twenty-second instrument of ratification, acceptance,
approval or accession, the Convention shall enter into force on thethirtieth day after
deposit by such State of its instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or
accession.

Article 27

1. Any State Party may denouncethisConvention by written notificationtothe
Secretary-General of the United Nations.

2. Denunciation shall take effect one year following the date on which
notification is received by the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

Article 28

Theoriginal of thisConvention, of whichthe Arabic, Chinese, English, French,
Russian and Spanish texts are equally authentic, shall be deposited with the
Secretary-General of the United Nations who shall send certified copies thereof to
al States.
